Facts about NYCU
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National Yang Ming Chiao Tung University was created in 2021 through the merger of two universities: 

National Yang-Ming University and National Chiao Tung University.

Yang Ming, which focused on biomedical research, and Chiao Tung, which focused on electronic communication research, 

were both top-tier universities in Taiwan. At present, there are 19 colleges and 74 university/college -level research 

centers. NYCU will combine the strengths of Yang Ming and Chiao Tung to jointly develop medical applications in terms of 

AI, telemedicine, medical robots, Internet of Things, wearable devices, and block -chain biomedical as Eco-system 

amongst other developments.

Inbound Exchange Program

Students enrolled (or matriculated) at partner 

institutions and are nominated by their home 

institutions.

The nomination link will be emailed 

to the partner institutions’ 

coordinator(s) in every nomination 

period. The link differs in each 

semester.

Inbound Visiting Program

(fee-paying exchange)

Students enrolled at partner institutions but not 

officially nominated by their home institutions; or, 

students from non-partner institutions.

Students apply directly via the 

online application system in the 

application period. 

NYCU offers inbound international students an opportunity for academic and cultural immersion.



Important Dates
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Students may choose to exchange for one semester or one academic year. 

*Academic year at NYCU begins in September; full academic year exchange can only begin in Fall Semester.

The department would review the applications and the supporting documents ; each department reserves the right to reject or 

re-allocate applicants to appropriate departments.

2.
Minimum credit requirement (per semester)

Undergraduate: 9 credits; Graduate: at least 2 courses

3.

Students can choose courses across colleges and campuses (not limited to the enrolled department/college).

Please note that instructors reserve the authority to decline the students due to unfulfilled lecture prerequisites or limite d 

teaching capacities.  

4. Most English-taught courses are offered at the graduate level.

5. College of Management is limited to Final-year undergraduate students and graduate students.

The academic records approved by the 

home institution and should be in English.

Official enrolment 

letter

The enrolment letter from the home 

institution or student cards with a valid 

date.

Passport 

(Information page)
It should have at least 6 months of validity .

7
Supporting document 

(optional)

E.g. proof of language proficiency, 

certificate of awards or competitions, etc.

8
Recommendation letter 

(optional)

The letter from the home institution’s
